Research, Teaching, Clinical Contributions:

Research activities have focused on psychotic disorders and, in particular, the use and mechanisms of action of antipsychotic drugs.  These studies, which have received continuous external, usually federal, funding since 1978, have employed a broad range of approaches from clinical phenomenology to biochemical and molecular pharmacology and brain imaging.  Past research helped document that doses used in the U.S.A. were excessive, and publication of these results helped lead to a lowering of standard doses in clinical care.  Related findings revealed that much of the roughly 50 fold difference in dose needed between high and low potency antipsychotic drugs was determined by drug to drug differences in the ratio of agent in brain to agent in blood, not potency at endpoint receptors, as previously believed.  Studies of the relationship of blood and brain levels to clinical outcome, and clinical trials of agents with alternative mechanisms of action on monoaminergic neurons each suggested that dopamine antagonism might not be more important than adrenergic and serotonergic antagonism in producing the therapeutic effects of antipsychotic drugs.  These results helped lead to new generations of antipsychotic agents not targeted solely at the dopamine receptor, but with mixed monoamine antagonism.  Parallel studies showed that in addition to actions of monoamine receptors, antipsychotic agents had profound effects on the physicochemical characteristics of cell membranes and, as such, would change inter and intracellular signal transduction.  More recently, ongoing research on drug mechanisms of action has identified specific patterns of cells in a circuit including the nucleus accumbens, midline thalamic nuclei, and central amygdala responding to antipsychotic but not other comparison drugs.  The cells affected may predominantly be gabaergic dynorphinergic neurons.  Evidence confirming these findings as to the location of antipsychotic drug effects, discovered in a rat model, has been obtained by functional magnetic resonance scanning in human subjects.  Based on all of these experiments, studies are underway examining novel agents for the treatment of psychotic disorders, as well as neurodegenerative disorders.  Some of the experimental compounds and techniques tested are directed at dynorphinergic mechanisms, others at altering the composition and turnover of cell membranes and cellular energy metabolism and most recently, the replacement of demaged or dysfunctional elements in the brain.  These and other potential treatments directly or indirectly affect cellular connections and signal transduction in the brain.  

Clinical career activities include hospital and private practice and consultation.  This clinical work has been repeatedly acknowledged for over 20 years by listings in books and articles naming the best doctors in America.  Teaching includes research and clinical mentorships, lecturing for and mentoring of graduate, medical and postgraduate students and residents as well as providing lectures in the community.  Special responsibilities and accomplishments include directorship of the McLean Adult Psychiatry Training Program, co-founding and directing the MGH/McLean Adult Psychiatry Training Program, and being one of the early lecturers in the nascent HMS New Pathways program.  Recently, most time was spent serving as President and Psychiatrist in Chief at McLean Hospital, effectively leading McLean from financial difficulties to eight years of improving health and consistently positive bottom lines, more than doubling research funding and space with additions to clinical, laboratory and brain imaging programs, and starting over forty successful new clinical programs.  Personal research studies continued in the laboratory and clinic, supported by substantial external funding through these years and returning full time to these studies is a welcome opportunity.
